	SECOND GRADE HOMEWORK POLICY

LENGTH
· Homework should take no more than 30 minutes.  (This does not include AR Reading).
DURATION
· Homework given Monday - Thursday.
· No homework or projects assigned over the weekend or breaks.
· Some long term projects, such as dioramas may span over the weekends, but not over breaks.  Student may reasonably complete these projects during week days.  
ASSIGNMENTS/OBJECTIVES
· Math: 
· Students will complete weekly Math tasks to practice previously learned concepts.
· Students will practice math facts daily to increase fluency on weekly Math Fact Test.  
· Teachers may assign additional practice pages based on the needs of his/her class.
· Reading: 
· Students will practice weekly fluency passages to increase reading fluency and comprehension.  
· Additional reading assignments may be given which may accompany a writing activity. 
· Students should read AR books at least 20 minutes a night to maintain goals.
· Spelling: 
· Practice Spelling words daily to improve phonics and spelling skills. 
· Prepare for weekly Spelling Test. 
· Technology:  Teachers may assign lessons on Mobymax.  If a student does not have access to a home computer, he/she will be allowed the opportunity to complete the assignment at school.
EXPECTATIONS
· Students are responsible for returning completed homework assignment(s) on the due date.
